Bethany UMC (about 4 miles from Windcrest) has been 
operating their Cold Weather Shelter for over 12 years.

This past winter they were open 22 nights and served over 
1000 guests with open hearts, warm meals, a safe place to 
sleep.  Guests have the opportunity to bath and do their 
laundry and if available find warm shirts, pants and coats 
from the ñclosetò.  Hot, nutritious dinners are served 
around 6:00 pm.   In the mornings after a hot breakfast,  
guests leave with a sack lunch.  This amazing ministry 
could not operate without volunteers that bring food, cook 
meals, donate clothing and show Godôs love to those who 
find shelter for the night.  These volunteers are often 
asked to serve with just a few hours of notice via email 
alerts and come from churches all over San Antonio in-
cluding WUMC. The Cold Weather Shelter has been able 
to acquire about 60 vinyl covered sleeping mats over the 
years but are in need of vinyl covered pillows.

On Sunday, Harold Batiste, Jim and Sharon Odom, and Rev. Hayes attended the final district meeting of the San Anto-
nio District and the first for the Las Misiones District which will come into existence January 1, 2015.  Per DS Rev. Carl 
Rohlfs we were taking action for a district that does not yet exist in a conference that does not yet exist.    The objec-
tives of this meeting were to meet current district officers, learn about the Forums and vote on nominations and budget 
for 2015.  Each objective was met.  The new district is slightly different from the old, in that we lost some of the north-
ernmost churches in the old San Antonio District and we now have a panhandle that stretches to the border. The new 
district includes 74 churches.   A full list of churches in each new district can be found on the SWTX Conference web 
site http://www.umcswtx.org/ under ñBishop Dorff Announces the new districts for the Rio Texas Conferenceò.  A re-
vised approach will change the joint Charge Conferences we have experienced over the last couple of years.  In these 
we met with one or two other churches in a common charge conference to complete end of year steps with the DS.  
With the new approach these meetings will be called ñforumsò and will occur five times a year. Windcrest will partner 
with seven other congregations.  We will be under the guidance of several partnering elders, (Partner Elders assist the 
DS in administration of the new district).  We approved the list of District leaders provided for consideration as well as a 
proposed budget.  This preliminary budget will be used by the Conference to determine our 2015 Apportionments.  Indi-
vidual churches will receive budgeted amounts by September 1st to include in their 2015 budgets.  Since Las Misiones 
District does not exist, there is insufficient data to determine a final budget until January.

Collected shoes are consolidated and shipped to 
on-the-ground business operators where they clean, repair, or melt down outsoles if necessary, to make a 
new pair of shoes.
